Class 5 SST combines History, Geography, Civics - India's heritage, government, world.

Topics / Chapters

April Geography: Earth - shape, globe and maps, continents and oceans.
Latitude and longitude (basic).

May Geography: India - location, neighbouring countries, mountains, rivers,
plateaus, deserts.

July History: Early Humans, Stone Age, civilizations. Indus Valley Civilization.
August History: Vedic Period, Mauryas (Ashoka), Guptas. Half-yearly revision.
September Half-yearly Examination.

October History: Medieval India - Delhi Sultanate, Mughal Empire (Akbar, Shah

Jahan), Marathas. European traders, East India Company.

Important Notes for Parents & Teachers

 Daily study routine: A Class 5 child needs about 1.5 to 2 hours of focused study after school,
ideally split into short blocks with breaks.

* Reading habit: Daily independent reading in both English and Hindi improves comprehension and
writing dramatically.

* Math practice: Regular practice of current topic and mental maths is essential.

» Continuous assessment: The school follows continuous evaluation - classwork, projects, oral and
written tests all matter, not just final exams.

» Parent involvement: Regular communication with class teacher and reviewing homework helps the
child stay on track.
